Purpose
[bookmark: _Toc5704912]The purpose of these explanatory notes is to provide context for the amendment package including the key outcomes of the neighbourhood plan and the process undertaken to develop the neighbourhood plan. The explanatory notes do not form part of the amendment package.
[bookmark: _Toc5704913][bookmark: _Toc471917066]Background
Council proposes to adopt the amendment package to guide future development and coordinate land use within the neighbourhood plan area, which includes Greenslopes, Holland Park, and parts of Coorparoo, Camp Hill, and Holland Park West. The amendment package forms a major amendment to the planning scheme and has been prepared in accordance with Queensland Government requirements.
The amendment package consists of a new neighbourhood plan code for Coorparoo and districts, revised zones and overlay mapping and consequential amendments to the planning scheme. The amendment package will guide future development in the Coorparoo and districts area. The amendment package also includes associated amendments to parts of the existing Holland Park—Tarragindi district neighbourhood plan.
Council commenced the neighbourhood planning process in the Coorparoo and districts area in October 2015. On 5 February 2016, the Minister confirmed State interests to be considered when preparing a major amendment, in accordance with Statutory Guideline 01/16 Making and amending local planning instruments. The Coorparoo and Districts Draft Neighbourhood Plan Strategy (the draft strategy) was released in October 2016 for public consultation from 4 October 2016 to 31 October 2016. Feedback received on the draft strategy, along with feedback received through the CPT and the broader community throughout the planning process to date, has been used in the preparation of the amendment package. Internal Council stakeholders and Queensland Government agencies have also been involved in preparing the amendment package. 
On 20 February 2018, the Minister completed the first State interest review and approved the commencement of the public notification period. Statutory consultation was undertaken on the draft amendment package from 16 April 2018 to 8 June 2018 in accordance with Queensland Government requirements. During the statutory consultation period, 421 submissions were received (397 were properly made). Council revised the amendment package following consideration of these submissions and referred the amendment package to the Queensland Government for approval to adopt. On 13 February 2019, the Queensland Government advised Council that the amendment could be adopted into the planning scheme. 
The amendment package has been prepared in line with the following objectives for the neighbourhood plan area.
· Plan for future growth nodes, being Greenslopes, Greenslopes Mall and Holland Park, to provide for opportunities for growth in accordance with the Strategic framework within the planning scheme.
· Enhance vibrancy around the centres and seek improved public realm and built form outcomes across the plan area.
· Resolve housing character concerns in Suburban Living Areas including the perceived tension between land zoned Low-medium density residential where the Traditional building character overlay applies.
· Focus on the Logan Road corridor, which presents an opportunity to integrate land use and infrastructure planning, in particular aligning growth with public and active transport.
· Coordinate land use and infrastructure planning for transport, community facilities, parks and stormwater networks.

‘Create a city of neighbourhoods’ is one of eight principles outlined in Council’s Brisbane’s Future Blueprint.
Council creates neighbourhood plans to guide development in local communities, and to ensure that each area retains and enhances its own special character and qualities. The neighbourhood plan is the product of technical investigations undertaken by Council, as well as feedback received from the community and other stakeholders over the course of the neighbourhood plan’s preparation.
A neighbourhood plan refines planning provisions to meet the needs of the local community while also maintaining the neighbourhood plan area’s residential character. A neighbourhood plan is part of Council’s planning scheme. A neighbourhood plan does not duplicate planning provisions that are already contained in the planning scheme (assessment criteria for overlays, for example) as a neighbourhood plan is a component part of the planning scheme and is not a standalone statutory document.
It is important to recognise that a neighbourhood plan cannot:
· reduce the scale of existing development
· stop already approved development, even if construction has not commenced. 
Infrastructure planning occurs as part of the LGIP and will be reviewed following the adoption of the amendment package.

The neighbourhood planning process commenced in late 2015 and involved a series of community engagement stages. The process commenced with an online survey, information kiosks and the formation of a CPT. The CPT met four times between 25 November 2015 and 4 May 2016. 
The draft strategy was released in October 2016 and proposed key ideas for consideration and community feedback. Feedback on the draft strategy was incorporated into the amendment package, which was released for statutory public consultation from 16 April 2018 to 8 June 2018. The amendment package was revised to incorporate the feedback raised in the submissions.

· Housing supply and diversity – by focusing increased densities around existing centres, services and facilities including along Logan Road
· Liveable communities – by creating liveable and well-designed communities that support resident wellbeing and enhance quality of life
· Development and construction – by supporting economic growth through the facilitation of a range of residential, commercial, and retail development opportunities
· Cultural heritage – by providing ongoing protection for existing heritage and through an extensive identification of additional places for heritage protection;
· Biodiversity – by protecting existing open space and rezoning land to the Conservation zone

1. Development on Newdegate Street between Denman Street and Headfort Street provides a mix of centre and community activities that is complementary to the Greenslopes Private Hospital.
1. Development is of a height, scale and form which is consistent with the amenity, character and infrastructure assumptions intended for the relevant precinct, sub‑precinct or site. 
1. Development adjacent to public spaces is designed to increase casual surveillance and activation of the public space.
Logan Road precinct (Coorparoo and district neighbourhood plan/NPP-001) overall outcomes are:

Development within the District centre zone has a focus on centre activities that promote active street frontages while also accommodating complementary residential uses. 
Development within the Mixed use zone incorporates centre activities or residential uses that support the growth in the District centre zone and maintain an active street frontage.
The Medium density residential zone provides for a mix of dwelling types. 
Development reinforces the built form character of Logan Road as a commercial main street, and transitions sensitively to adjoining uses within lower density residential zones.   
Greenslopes Private Hospital precinct (Coorparoo and district neighbourhood plan/NPP-002) overall outcomes are:
1. Development in the Greenslopes Private Hospital precinct allows for the continued operation and intensification of the hospital within its current site area.
The expansion of the hospital and associated medical activities into the surrounding residential area is not supported.
Development minimises adverse impacts to the surrounding residential environment.
Building bulk, scale and height around the perimeter of the site incorporates a sensitive transition to the surrounding residential area.
Residential activities such as short-term accommodation and other uses that support the functions of the hospital are appropriate in this precinct.

Development incorporates subtropical architecture with high-quality design.
Development maintains a human-scale streetscape and promotes activation of the street through the location of parking, servicing and vehicle entrances.

1. A mix of housing densities and types serves the needs of the community, especially the neighbourhood plan area’s young adult and elderly populations. Identified character housing is retained with higher density housing encouraged in proximity to major employment nodes and public transport.
Sandy, Ekibin and Norman Creeks are protected and enhanced for their ecological and recreational values.
The landscape and ecological values of Wellers Hill Reservoir and Tarragindi Hill Reservoir are retained and enhanced.
Public transport use is facilitated by upgrading pedestrian and cyclist access from employment nodes, centres and residential precincts to the Greenslopes and Holland Park Busway stations. Relaxation of parking requirements in the vicinity of the Busway stations is inconsistent with outcomes sought due to potential commuter parking conflicts.
Significant views and vistas are protected. Development proposed in visually prominent locations such as major ridgelines and hill tops is designed to achieve minimal visual impact. Development forms that require cut and fill and disturbance of vegetation are avoided.
Development is of a height, scale and form which is consistent with the amenity and character, community expectations and infrastructure assumptions intended for the relevant precinct, sub-precinct or site and is only developed at a greater height, scale and form where there is both a community need and an economic need for the development.

5.3.3.3.2 Standard footway elements and materials
1. These locality guidelines are to be read in conjunction with Chapter 3 Road corridor design of the Infrastructure design planning scheme policy.
1. Footway upgrades are to include new surfacing, new or reinstated kerb and channel, driveways, pedestrian kerb crossings, tactile markers, roof water drainage line connections, service pit lids, street trees, garden beds, furniture and pedestrian lighting applicable to the streetscape type.
1. The scope, layout and detail of the footway upgrades are to be agreed on a site by site basis through the development assessment process.
