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Bridgeman Downs Neighbourhood Plan Summary of online feedback
BACKGROUND RESEARCH PHASE • FEBRUARY 2020
Brisbane City Council is creating the Bridgeman Downs Neighbourhood Plan. Council asked the local community for initial ideas and input from 9 September to 21 October 2019, in order to understand the key issues that are important to future planning for the area. Thanks to all of those who placed a pin on the interactive map or completed a survey. This snapshot summarises those responses.
Interactive map
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About the interactive map

Council received 165 responses to the interactive map. People had the opportunity to have their say on ‘Places I love’ and ‘Area for improvement’ within the plan area. 62 responses were received for ‘Places I love’ and 103 responses for ‘Area for improvement’ on the interactive map. 
‘Places I love’ in the plan area
· Residents enjoy and want to protect the bushland and wildlife corridors that exist in and around sections of Albany Creek and Cabbage Tree Creek, as they provide opportunities to disconnect from city life 
· Residents enjoy the rural residential feel of areas to the north and west of Pinnaroo Cemetery 
· The pockets and corridors of dense bushland throughout the area. 

‘Area for improvement’ in the plan area
· More ‘family friendly’ parks or community spaces in and around new estates and Darien Street Sports Reserve
· Improvements to cycle lanes on Beckett Road and Albany Creek Road 

· Street parking in newer developments 
· Improve urban design outcomes include a more ‘liveable’, ‘family friendly’ housing types and include aesthetic improvements such as landscaping.

· Improve footpath connectivity along Albany Creek Road 

· Attractiveness and suitability of townhouse type development that has occurred. 
Online survey

About the online survey

Council received 182 completed responses to the survey with over 85% of the respondents living in the plan area. Of the respondents who lived or owned a property in the plan area, 45% had been there for 10 years or longer. Of those who worked or owned a business in the plan area, 30% had done so for up to three years and 20% had done so for 10 years or more. 
Locals value

· Parks and greenspace 

· Recreation activities such as walking and cycling
· Proximity to nearby centres in Aspley, Albany Creek, McDowall and Carseldine
· Access to public transport 

· Sense of community
· Safe neighbourhood.
Areas to improve 
· Retain more bushland
· More or improved recreation, greenspace, parks and playgrounds
· Pedestrian and cycle paths (new and existing)
· More trees and shade
· Public transport improvements.
Getting around

· Most people use their cars (84%) to travel to local cafes and entertainment, to shops (89%) and services (83%) 

· 44% of respondents drive to work, whereas 41% of people responded that they do not travel to work, indicating a significant number of retirees or people who work from home
· 19% or respondents highlighted traffic issues in their comments
· A desire for more frequent public transport services and easy access to key destinations, such as to the Brisbane CBD.
Housing choice

· A variety of views were expressed about housing choices in the plan area

· Most people (53%) thought there was ‘just the right’ number of stand-alone houses in the plan area
· Many people thought there were ‘too many’ apartments (70%) or townhouses (80%) in the plan area

· 14% of people identified a need for more aged care accommodation in the plan area.
