This plan shows a north-west facing aerial view of the proposed upgrades to Beams Road. It is split into two maps with one placed on top of the other. The far right of the top map continues to the far left of the bottom map and is represented by a vertical dashed line to show the connection. Beams Road runs east to west and the side streets run off Beams Road in a north to south direction. The map shows the project extent is from the Lacey Road intersection in the west to Handford Road in the east. From left in the top map is Gympie Road running north and south off Beams Road. The next street off Beams Road heading to the east from Gympie Road is Lacey Road which runs to the north, followed by Bangalore Street running south, Cowie Road running to the North, and Tullamore Street running from the south. To the east of this is the intersection of Dorville Road and Beams Road, with Dorville Road running north to south. East of Dorville Road is the open level crossing, which is being upgraded by TMR, and adjacent to the north is Balcara Avenue. This section of the project plan connects to the bottom map at the far left. 
Beginning at the left of the bottom map following the open level crossing is Carselgrove Avenue to the north of Beams Road. On the far right of this map is the Handford Road and Beams Road intersection, with Handford Road running north to south. The map is also split into stages of the project. On the top map Stage 3 is marked from Gympie Road to slightly west of Bangalore Street. Stage 2 is from slightly west of Bangalore Street to slightly east of Tullamore Street. Stage 1 is from just east of Tullamore Street till the end of the top map at the open level crossing. The bottom map is all marked as Stage 1.

New road surfacing is shown on the map as a dark grey colour and is marked on the map along Beams Road from just before Lacey Road to the east up to Handford Road in a dark grey colour. Part of Lacey Road, Dorville Road and Handford Road is also marked in dark grey.

Bright yellow colouring on the map represents new traffic islands. On the top map these are shown on the centre of Beams Road prior to Lacey Road, on a section slightly after Lacey Road till just after Banglaore Street, on a section at Tullamore Street, at the intersection of Dorville Road and Beams Road at the left turn into Beams Road heading west, and just after the Dorville Road intersection to the open level crossing. There is a yellow no stopping line on the southern side of Beams Road between Dorville Road and Bangalore Street. On the bottom map the bright yellow is marked slightly after the open level crossing, in several locations along Beams Road in between Handford Road, and on both the north and south sides of Handford Road.
Orange colouring represents where a new shared path will be installed as part of the project. In the top map it is marked on the south side of Beams Road in between Gympie Road and Lacey Road, and then on the north side of Beams Road from Lacey Road to Dorville Road. There is label pointing to the shared path that says new shared user path and public utility upgrades extend to Lacey Road as part of stage 1 works. The south side of Beams Road from Dorville Road to the open level crossing is also marked orange. In the bottom map both sides of Beams Road are marked in orange till slightly before Handford Road. The orange markings on the north side of Beams Road meets with Handford Road. 
Light blue colouring represents where a new footpath will be installed. In the top map it is shown on the north side of Beams Road between Gympie Road and Lacey Road, and extends up to the west side of Lacey Road. There is a small blue marking on the left-hand turn corner from Lacey Road to Beams Road heading east. A small light blue marking is shown at the Cowie Road and Beams Road intersection, on both sides of Cowie Road. The north side of Dorville Road has light blue markings on each side of the road. On the left-hand turn into Beams Road from Dorville Road heading west there is light blue markings. The south side of Dorville Road has light blue markings on the east side of the street. There is a small section of light blue markings on Beams Road after turning left from Dorville Road heading east. After Dorville Road there is a small section of light blue marking on the south side of Beams Road. In the bottom map there are light blue markings on the east side of Handford Road, north of Beams Road, and markings on the west side of Handford Road, south of Beams Road.
A pale yellow colour represents remnant land on the map. It is shown in the top map at the south west of the Dorville Road and Beams Road intersection.

Red shading/dots represents a new structure on the map. This is present on the bottom map to the east of the railway crossing where a new shared path underpass is marked


Green sections on the map represent new landscaping. On the top map this is marked on the north side of Beams Road between Gympie Road and Lacey Road, and extends up to the west side of Lacey Road. There are some markings on the south side of Beams Road opposite Lacey Road and between Gympie Road. There are some small markings on the left-hand turn corner from Lacey Road to Beams Road heading east. The intersection of Dorville Road and Handford Road has green markings on each corner, with the markings extending slightly onto all sides of both streets. Dorville Road south of Beams Road has green markings extending along the east side. The south side of Beams Road after Dorville Road has green markings up to the open level crossing. On the bottom map there are green markings on both sides of Beams Road just after the open level crossing, which extends along most of the road until Handford Road. The east side of Handford Road north of Beams Road has some green markings.
Light grey markings represent driveways on the map. On the top map there are several driveways shown along the north side of Beams Road. The south side has one driveway shown on Beams Road just west of Dorville Road.  There are several driveways located on the east side of Dorville Road, either side of Beams Road. On the bottom map there are several driveways on the north side of Beams Road, but none on the south side. There is one driveway on the west side of Handford Road, south of Beams Road.
New traffic lights are represented on the map as a dashed red circle. On the top map this is shown at the intersection of Lacey Road and Beams Road and is labelled ‘upgraded Intersection’, the intersection of Cowie Road and Beams Road labelled ‘new traffic lights’, and the intersection of Dorville Road and Beams Road which is labelled ‘new signalised intersection and pedestrian crossing’. On the bottom map there is a small dashed red circle directly after the open level crossing representing a signalised pedestrian crossing. There is another red dashed circle at the intersection of Handford Road and Beams Road which is labelled ‘upgraded intersection’. On Beams Road at the Lacey Road intersection there is a turning lane with arrows turning right into Lacey Road that starts from the new traffic island that is shown in bright yellow. 

A blue bus symbol represents an upgraded bus stop. On the top map this is shown on the north side of Beams Road just opposite Bangalore Street. On the south side of Beams Road just east of Dorville Road there is another bus symbol. On the bottom map there are bus symbols on either side of Beams Road just after the open level crossing. On the north side of Beams Road just west of Handford Road there is another bus symbol.
On the bottom map to the east of the open level crossing is a new shared path underpass.
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
